Both require their pots to be filled 

halfway, seeds placed in then covered with soilðbeing careful to 

never press down. Then we planted some cosmos by filling the 

pots 3/4ôs full with soil and generously sprinkling cosmos seeds 

on top. Those were topped with a sprinkling of soil.  All seeds wa-

tered, birds fed.  We planted carrots in our raised kitchen bed in a 

brand new way for us.  We used seed tape! 3 trenches dug, seed 

rape placed in and then covered with soil.  Roy then gave us a 

tour of the Reception garden to see how beautifully Spring has 

sprung all plants from last summer and fall to a fresh new life!
