	Personal, Social & Emotional Development Support new starters to leave parents/carers happily & confidently.  Select resources and activities independently, treat them with care & learn how to tidy them away. Support children to sit & listen to others and to stories and songs at song time.  Play alongside peers. 
Co operate with care giving experiences and begin to know some of the Nursery routines, e.g, when we get our coats we are going outside.  
Build a good relationship with key workers and all other staff members.

	Communication & Language 
Introducing and developing use of keywords relating to Animals – pets, zoo animals…Fur, hair, shiny, rough….
Make the correct animals sounds in context, for example, woof for a dog, meow for a cat.
 language prompts and blank level question examples in all areas of learning. 
Listening to familiar books regularly, for example, That’s not my….; will help with their listening and attention and recall. 
Enjoy being playful with others – exploring shaving foam, edible playdough and other messy play. 
Start to respond to simple questions, for example ‘point to the dog’ Where’s the cat?
 
 
 
	Physical Development 
Outside –exploring the field and the baby garden. Negotiate the obstacles and slopes. 
Crawling through tunnels, going up and down the slide, going on the trikes. Pouring, emptying and filling the new water wall. 
sensory play – shaving foam, jelly, dry cereals, edible dough.
Indoors - Use paint brushes, chalk, pencils, crayons etc. to make large patterns & marks.  
Dough – developing gross motor skills as will pull and stretch the dough and fold in the glitter.  Encourage them to feed themselves at snack and lunchtimes and co operate at nappy times. 
Start to play with, throw and kick a variety of balls.
