an offset motor spin to create wobbly 
doodles on a piece of paper. Having 
watched the doodlers working, the chil-
dren were then asked to work in teams 
to take them apart and rebuild them! 
They were also encouraged to make 
modifications and observe the impact 
of these. We had spontaneous rounds 
of applause, cheers and huge smiles as 
the children absolutely delighted in 
their learning.
