Geography


Where does our energy come from? Know why energy sources are important; understand the benefits and drawbacks of different energy sources; understand how energy is generated in the United States; know how energy sources are distributed in an area; explain reasons for choosing an energy source; collect and present data on where to position a solar panel on the school grounds?
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RE


The Vine and the Branches: Galilee to Jerusalem and Desert to Garden.


�In Galilee to Jerusalem, pupils will explore Jesus’ miracles, including the Wedding at Cana, His healing works, His power over nature, and the raising of Lazarus. They will learn what these signs reveal about Jesus’ identity, reflect on His ‘I AM’ statements, and understand how He remains present in the Church today. They will also revisit the inspiration of Scripture, the role of Mary, and the seven sacraments.


In Desert to Garden, pupils will follow the key events of Jesus’ final days: the Anointing at Bethany, the Washing of the Feet, Jesus’ farewell teaching, His trial before Pilate, and the Crucifixion. They will explore the meaning of the Last Supper, why Jesus offered His life, and how Holy Week is remembered in the Church.

Science


Evolution and Inheritance


Identify ways in which living things of the same kind vary and to begin to think about why these variations exist. Recognise how organisms can be bred to select characteristics in their offspring: describe selective breeding and evaluate different people’s opinions. Observe the effects of the environment on plants and design an experiment to investigate some of these effects. Investigate the effect of environmental variables on plants and interpret the results. Explore ways in which living things are adapted to suit the environments in which they live and to help them survive. Evaluate variables that contribute to the extinction of living things. Describe animal and plant adaptations and explain how the characteristics of the individuals in populations can change over time. Recognise that fossils allow us to study things that have lived in the past and provide evidence of evolution. Describe the process of natural selection.

Fractions & percentages 


Write a fraction in its simplest form. Add & subtract related unit and non-unit fractions. Add & subtract non-related fractions with different denominators. Multiply two fractions. Divide a fraction by a whole number. Convert percentages to decimal and fractions.
