We inspected our corn on the cob and named the different 

parts of it, the children were surprised to learn that the cob actually grows half 

way down the plant and feels very silky! A huge thank you to Roy for watering and 

tending to our garden over the summer for us all to enjoy on our return! We are so 

very grateful.
